Programming Details: 
1. Athlete will read the Team Handbook – see registration website. 

2. Athlete will review, understand, and abide by the Code of Conduct. This will be signed with coaches at 
the first practice.

3. Athlete will communicate all absences to coaches ahead of time and will make every effort to reach 
coaches early for unforeseen illnesses. 

4. Away regattas such as the NYS Championships on May 12th & 13th are not included in the 
tuition. Parents/athletes must notify coaches early in the season if they are NOT attending this regatta.
Transportation and accommodations will be arranged for athletes, NOT parents. Athletes will 
room according to boat line-ups. Costs for this trip will be confirmed in March and published in the 
“Catch This” newsletter 

5. Parents understand that athletes may not drive themselves to regattas outside Monroe County. 
Parents will provide transportation to all regattas with the exception of the NYS Championships, 
located in Saratoga Springs, NY. 

6. Weekly “Catch This” notifications are sent via email and contain specific programming and regatta 
updates. It is your responsibility to read these weekly newsletters to stay informed and adhere to
deadline dates. “Catch This” is emailed Sunday evenings.  All programming, practice and 
regatta info is also contained within the Pittsford Crew website.
